The number of ABCT SIGs is growing.  This is great news for the field and for the Association.  The impact, though, is that the overall function space needs to be shared by a larger number of displays.  While the assigned function space is used as efficiently as possible, the overall number of tables per group will be less.
To accomplish this, both the size of individual presentations and the maximum number of posters per group are being reduced.

Number of Posters:  All groups will be limited to a maximum of 12 posters.  
Size of Individual Posters:  Each Poster is limited to 18 inches wide.  No exceptions.  
In the past, two presentations per 6-foot table have been allowed.  Now there will be three per table. The traditional free-form posters may be displayed; however, the width of the poster cannot exceed 18 inches.  It is suggested that presenters prepare handouts on essential information or be prepared to share an email address for follow-up correspondence.
Space will not be available for any other format and ABCT reserves the right to exclude posters wider than 18 inches.  There are no electrical outlets available for computers or other electrical equipment.  Consequently, all such equipment must rely upon batteries as a power source.
The deadline for receipt of poster titles and authors is September 15, 2009.  SIG Leaders  should send lists directly to Lisa Yarde at the Central Office. There will be no exceptions.  The titles and authors’ name will be printed in the Addendum, which is distributed at the Convention.  
Only those posters whose titles have been submitted by the September 15 deadline will be given space at the Poster Expo.  There is no flexibility this year.
