
Student-Selected Manual-Based Treatment
After Instructor approval, each student must obtain the requisite materials needed to implement an evidence-based manualized treatment. The treatment must have empirical support for its effectiveness. Using the manual, etc., each student must carry out two treatment sessions.

For each session:

1. Submit a task-analyzed checklist detailing each step you will actually take in your session to the Instructor prior to its implementation.

2. Video the entire session.  

3. Provide video for Instructor along with a copy of the relevant section of the manual.  

4. Feedback will be provided.

Each student will also give a presentation (30-40 minutes each) on his/her manual-based treatment. A brief overview of the treatment (how you obtained materials, treatment development, targets, and empirical support) should be followed by video demonstrations highlighting treatment implementation.
