Student Presenter Travel Award

This award recognizes excellence among our student symposium presenters and helps defray some of the significant travel costs associated with presenting at the convention with a cash prize of $500. This award money is to be used to facilitate travel to the ABCT convention. Eligible applicants must be speaking at the ABCT annual convention as a symposium (i.e., first author on a symposium talk) or individual oral presenter, or clinical round table or panel presenter, be a student member of ABCT in good standing, and be enrolled as a student at the time of the convention (including individuals on internship and post-baccalaureate researchers). Students with multiple accepted presentations must choose one to submit for this award. Two awards will be given annually, and one will go to an underrepresented presenter, defined broadly, which may include discipline. 

To apply, submit the following as a single PDF file named “[student last name] Student Travel”:
1. 2-page cover sheet (this document)
2. Your accepted symposium or panel abstract
3. [bookmark: _Hlk72417377]1-page letter from the student’s research mentor detailing the student’s independence on the project, as well as the innovation and impact of the project on the field of cognitive and behavior therapy.
